But above all our triumphs this season it was not all glory as we did have a very 

disappointing Speedo League in my opinion. Poor finishes and takeovers were the main 

letdown but this will be rectified for 2008.  

 

I want to say a big thank you to the coaches and teachers for another great season. You 

have been great support in the development of our competitive swimming programme 

and you are a credit to CASC. Jackie Tonks has done a wonderful job with our swim 

school raising the number to over 200. We now have 2 ½ yr olds starting. A new 

committee was formed in June 2008 where I am sure they with the assistance of the 

coaching team will push this club to further success.
